The combina-

tion of stresséfatigueélong, irregular hoursécold, wet weather 

éhigh-speed, complex machinery demands constant attention to 

SAFETY when harvesting, transporting and handling grain. 

Stay alert!  One major problem is that we are working in very 

familiar surroundings with very familiar equipment on very    

familiar jobs and can easily overlook hazards or become lax in 

our focus and attention to details.  Small distractions can cause 

big problems.   

The risk of electrocution around grain handling and storage    

areas, particularly when portable augers are used is extremely 

high.  As days grow shorter, moving grain and machinery on the 

road at slow speed becomes a greater risk for potential accident 

with resulting injury.

October Weather Forecast…. Temperatures are fa-

vored to average warmer than normal.  Precipitation is 

expected to total above normal for much of the Midwest 

with central portions of the Dakotas favored to total 

drier than normal. 

Fair skies are favored for the opening of the forecast 

period on Thursday, Oct. 1. 

Prospects are good for clouds and passing showers from 

Friday to Thursday, Oct. 2-8. Moderate to locally heavy 

precipitation totals are possible with temperatures cool-

ing. 

Fair skies with scattered showers are favored from Fri-

day to Monday, Oct. 9-12. 

Unsettled skies are expected from Tuesday to Sunday, 

Oct. 13-18. Expect clouds with showers, especially over 

Minnesota. Moderate to locally heavy rain totals are 

possible, may be even snow for northern Minnesota. 

Fair skies and scattered showers are favored from Mon-

day to Thursday, Oct. 19-22. Precipitation totals should 

be light. 

Prospects are good for an extended stretch of fine 

weather for the remaining days of the month, Friday to 

Saturday, Oct. 23-31. Showers will be scattered at best, 

with light totals.   

 

November Weather Outlook… November is expected 

to experience warmer than normal temperatures. Pre-

cipitation is expected to total below normal. Favored 

dates for heavier precipitation center on November 12, 

14, 18, 27, and 30.  

WEATHER ALMANAC…OUTLOOK FROM FALL INTO SPRING 
Here is your October Weather Almanac prepared by Consulting Meteorologist Frank Watson:  

Long Range Weather Outlook…From the First Frost to April Showers. 

December outlook favors colder than normal temperatures with wetter than normal precipitation. 

January may see slightly warmer than normal temperatures with drier than normal precipitation. 

February should see colder than normal temperatures with drier than normal precipitation. 

March outlook favors cooler than normal temperatures with drier than normal precipitation. 

April could see near normal temperatures with wetter than normal precipitation. 

October Astronomy Calendaré The sun continues its 

sink lower and lower in the sky as we enter the first full 

month of Fall. Crops are being harvested as most areas 

will have had or be pretty close to experiencing their first 

frost of the season. The Harvest moon, the first Full 

moon after the Autumnal Equinox, rises on Saturday, 

Oct. 3 with the setting sun.  The Harvest moon is gener-

ally lower in the sky than it is most months but the rise 

time will be shorter as well allowing for a longer period 

of moon light. 

The three morning planets this month are Venus, Mer-

cury, and Saturn. Venus rising first and Saturn last. 

You'll have a great opportunity to view all three planets 

during the first week of the month before sunrise. Look 

for Mercury, generally difficult to locate, near Saturn and 

Venus the morning of Thursday, Oct. 8th.  

Venus and Saturn will pair-up again along with the cres-

cent moon on Tuesday morning of Tuesday, Oct. 13. We 

should note this will also mark the day which Saturn will 

be rising earlier than Venus, still before sunrise. Venus 

will rise earlier and earlier in the morning hours while 

Venus rises later and later in the morning hours. 

Jupiter which offered great viewing times last month will 

continue to rise earlier and earlier in the evening hours 

and will up as the sunsets. If you're up late on Monday, 

Oct 26, look for Jupiter near the waxing crescent moon 

before midnight. 

We have at least one meteor shower worth mentioning, 

the Orionids. The Orionids meteor shower peaks on 

Thursday, Oct. 22. The Orionids will appear as yellow 

and green fireballs.  The best time for viewing will be 

after sunset and through the night. The moon is just a few 

days past a New Moon so skies should be plenty dark. 

The Orionids are remnants of Halley's Comet.

WEATHER LORE…...Why Leaves Turn Color 

Leaves are green in summer from the production of chlorophyll.  As the days grow 

shorter and cooler the trees begins to produce less and less chlorophyll and enter dor-

mancy. Eventually the trees stop producing chlorophyll which signals a chemical reaction 

that causes leaves to turn color.
